GOD

(THE HOLY TRINITY)

There is but one true God. In the unity of the Godhead

there are three persons, the Father, the Son, and the

Holy Spirit; equal in every divine perfection.
(Deuteronomy 6:4, Isaiah 9:6, 43:10-11, 44:6, 1 Peter 1:2-3, Acts 5:3-
4, 2 Corinthians 13:14 and Matthew 28:19)

There is one solitary being from all eternity, Jehovah
God, the Creator and Preserver of the Universe and all
things. Jehovah God is one person called the Father.
(There is no “Trinity”)

Jesus

We believe Jesus Christ to be the Son of God, second
person of the Trinity, without human father, conceived
by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, the only
Savior of mankind. We believe that He is equal with
God in all things; that He died and rose again bodily
from the grave to save us from our sins.

The Holy Spirit is the third person of the Godhead, and
is associated with the work of God in all ages as
Creator and Sustainer in all things.

Salvation

(John 5:28, 1 Thessalonians 4:13-16, Revelation 20:5.)
