God is the living process of  
nature and at work in the conscience of 
mankind. 

“The Holy Trinity” One God in three persons - 
the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.  

(Matt. 28:19-20) 
JESUS 

Jesus is no more or less  
divine that any other man. 

God the Son.  Second Person of the Trinity.  
(John 1:1) 

The Holy Spirit 
whatever you believe  
in your own faith. 

God the Holy Spirit. Third Person of the Trinity.  
(Acts 5:3-4) 

The Bible 
A collection of myths and 
legends and philosophical writings. 

The Word of God without error. 
(2 Timothy 3:16)  

All Scripture “God - Breathed” 
Salvation 

whatever you believe 
 in your own faith 

By Grace through faith alone in the Lord Jesus 
Christ.  (Ephesians 2:8-9) 

Resurrection 
whatever you believe 
 in your own faith 

We believe in the deity of Jesus Christ: His 
substitutionary death, His bodily resurrection, 

His ascension to Heaven …  
Second Coming of Jesus Christ 

whatever you believe  
in your own faith 

… and His personal coming again. (John 1:1-
14; I John 3:5; I Cor. 15:3; I Thess. 4:13-18) 

Heaven & Earth 
whatever you believe  
in your own faith 

The resurrection of the body; the eternal 
glorified state of believers in Heaven … 

There will be a new heaven and a new earth. 
(2 Peter 3:13)  

Hell 
whatever you believe 
 in your own faith 

… and the eternal punishment in Hell of all 
who reject Christ.
